[bookmark: _GoBack]Starting In-Person Learning Monday October 5th!
Klickitat County COVID-19 active cases have consistently been in the Moderate to Low range and the Health Department has given the District an OK to begin in-person instruction. In-person learning will be different.  
· SYMPTOM AND FEVER FREE: The attached Health Attestation Form must be completed each day. Parents will need to complete a form (and in the near future an app) that declares that their child does not have COVID-19 related symptoms, has not been around a person that has COVID-19, and requires checking their child’s temperature and that the temperature is below 100.4.  This Health Attestation Form must be completed each day. This is not optional.
· MASKS: All employees, students, and building visitors shall properly wear a multilayered, non-vented cloth or disposable mask that encloses the chin, mouth, and nose (for example, no bandannas, gaiter masks or shields).
· HYGIENE: Handwashing and hand sanitizing will occur frequently
· 6 FEET APART: Practice physical distancing of at least 6 feet among students and staff
If you need a thermometer, call the office and we will make sure you get another one.  
IN-PERSON SCHOOL TIME:
Students need to arrive on campus no earlier than 8:45.  Students need to be ready to learn.  Instruction will begin promptly at 9:00. Tardy students that arrive after 9:00 will need to check in at the Main Office in the High School.  Parents, please stay in your cars. Grade 2-12 students will be dismissed at 12:00.
· K-1 Students: Class will be at the Community Center.  The main parking lot is closed – parking is along the south side (road side not the highway side) of the building. Students will enter through this side door and dismissed from the same door.  Bus students will be dismissed first at 11:55 followed by pick up students.  
· 2/3 Students will enter in the Parking Lot entrance of the Elementary School (facing the Church).
· 4/5 Students will line up at the Elementary School on the top floor (back of the building next to the grass).  Students will NOT be using the walkway between the Elementary School and the Playground – this will be used by Head Start students.
· 6 grade Students will line up outside the High School on the bottom floor by the lower door entrance/ Math Room.
· 7/8 Students will line up outside the Music Room.
· 9-12 Students will line up outside the High School Front Door.
HYBRID SCHOOL TIME:
The 5 hour 45 minute day includes in-person and out-of-school time.  Student out-of-school time includes:  PE, Electives (secondary students), and the continuation of Core class time from the morning.  
IF YOUR CHILD IS SICK – KEEP THEM HOME –LET THE OFFICE KNOW
Do NOT send your student to school BUT do call the school for additional guidance.
DEVICES:
Students will bring home their school issued computers/iPads daily.  This will allow students to complete assignments at home as well as ensure that the devices are fully charged for in-person learning.
MEALS:
Meals will continue to be GRAB and GO.  Students will be getting the meals at the end of each day.  In-town non-school children will continue to get meals at the Community Center from 12:30 to 1:00.
SOCIAL DISTANCING:
Parents, please stay in your cars during drop off/pick up times.  
PLAYGROUNDS CLOSED:
During school hours, 7:30 – 3:30, playgrounds will be closed, except for teacher directed recess.  Specific sanitation requirements from the Health Department need to be followed to keep our playgrounds open to students during school hours.
PARKING LOTS CLOSED:
The parking lot in front of the gym is closed to all personal vehicles.  The main parking lot between the Community Center and the Playground is also closed to all personal vehicles. 
WELCOME:
This is a lot of information.  But as a condition of opening school up to in-person learning it is vital that parents and students have clear guidelines and expectations.  Teachers will be providing students with classroom specific information.  Students in grades K/1 will also have additional information for parents during the Friday learning time.
Again, please take the time to read all of the information in this letter.  
Students must have the Health Attestation completed prior to the student entering a school bus or arriving on campus each day.  This includes a daily temperature check at home.  If you have questions, please call the office at 369-4145.
I really look forward to seeing all the students on Monday.  Staff are excited to see students. This is an exciting time!
